How much does excessive alcohol consumption cost?

Binge drinking and underage drinking cause the majority of economic costs.
- Lost productivity costs include: impaired productivity at work and home, death, and absenteeism.
- Healthcare costs include: specialty care for dependence, hospitalizations, and fetal alcohol syndrome.
- Other costs include: violent and property crimes, motor vehicle crashes, and corrections.
