Kevin Clinton, Insurance Commissioner, Office of Financial and Retirement Services, reviewed various
aspects of HB 4936 with the Committee, including: PIP costs, pricing of reserve assumptions, the auto
insurance fee schedule, that passage of the bill should result in lower rates to insureds, that the current
system is unsustainable and cannot continue on current path and that there is a need to make some
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changes. Discussion followed and the Commissioner answered severa questions from Committee
members.

Subsequent to the remarks from Mr. Clinton, the Committee returned to work on HB 4936.

Any part of the remainder of the claim that is later supported by reasonable proof is
overdue if not paid within 30 days after the proof is received by the insurer. For the purpose of
calculating the extent to which benefits are overdue, payment shall be treated as made on the date a draft
or other valid instrument was placed in the United States mail in a properly addressed, postpaid
envelope, or, if not so posted, on the date of delivery.

(3) AN INSURER, IN PROCESSING A CLAIM FOR PERSONAL PROTECTION
BENEFITSFROM A HEALTH PROFESSIONAL, HEALTH FACILITY,HOME HEALTH
CARE PROVIDER, OR DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT PROVIDER FOR SERVICES
RENDERED SHALL USE THE FOLLOWING TIMELY PROCESSING AND PAYMENT
PROCEDURES:

(A) ACLEAN CLAIM SHALL BE PAID WITHIN 45 DAYSAFTER RECEIPT OF THE
CLAIM BY THE INSURER. A CLEAN CLAIM THAT ISNOT PAID WITHIN 45 DAYSISAN
OVERDUE PAYMENT UNDER THISSECTION.

(B) AN INSURER SHALL NOTIFY THE HEALTH PROFESSIONAL, HEALTH
FACILITY,HOME HEALTH CARE PROVIDER, OR DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT
PROVIDER WITHIN 30 DAYSAFTER RECEIPT OF THE CLAIM BY THE INSURER OF
ALL KNOWN REASONSTHAT PREVENT THE CLAIM FROM BEING A CLEAN CLAIM.

(C) AHEALTH PROFESSIONAL, HEALTH FACILITY,HOME HEALTH CARE
PROVIDER, OR DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT PROVIDER HAS 45 DAYS, AND ANY
ADDITIONAL TIME THE INSURER PERMITS, AFTER RECEIPT OF A NOTICE UNDER
SUBDIVISION (B) TO CORRECT ALL KNOWN DEFECTS. THE 45-DAY TIME PERIOD IN
SUBDIVISION (A) ISTOLLED FROM THE DATE OF RECEIPT OF ANOTICETO A
HEALTH PROFESSIONAL, HEALTH FACILITY,HOME HEALTH CARE PROVIDER, OR
DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT PROVIDER UNDER SUBDIVISION (B) TO THE DATE
OF THE INSURER'SRECEIPT OF A RESPONSE FROM THE HEALTH PROFESSIONAL,
HEALTH FACILITY,HOME HEALTH CARE PROVIDER, OR DURABLE MEDICAL
EQUIPMENT PROVIDER.

(D) IFAHEALTH PROFESSIONAL'S, HEALTH FACILITY'S, HOME HEALTH
CARE PROVIDER'S, OR DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT PROVIDER'S RESPONSE
UNDER SUBDIVISION (C) MAKESTHE CLAIM A CLEAN CLAIM, THE INSURER SHALL
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PAY THE HEALTH PROFESSIONAL, HEALTH FACILITY,HOME HEALTH CARE
PROVIDER, OR DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT PROVIDER WITHIN THE 45-DAY
TIME PERIOD UNDER SUBDIVISION (A), EXCLUDING ANY TIME PERIOD TOLLED
UNDER SUBDIVISION (C).

(E) IFAHEALTH PROFESSIONAL'S, HEALTH FACILITY'S, HOME HEALTH CARE
PROVIDER'S, OR DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT PROVIDER'S RESPONSE UNDER
SUBDIVISION (C) DOESNOT MAKE THE CLAIM A CLEAN CLAIM, THE INSURER
SHALL NOTIFY THE HEALTH PROFESSIONAL, HEALTH FACILITY, HOME HEALTH
CARE PROVIDER, OR DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT PROVIDER OF AN ADVERSE
CLAIM DETERMINATION AND OF THE REASONSFOR THE ADVERSE CLAIM
DETERMINATION WITHIN THE 45-DAY TIME PERIOD UNDER SUBDIVISION (A),
EXCLUDING ANY TIME PERIOD TOLLED UNDER SUBDIVISION (C).

(F) AHEALTH PROFESSIONAL, HEALTH FACILITY,HOME HEALTH CARE
PROVIDER, OR DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT PROVIDER SHALL NOT RESUBMIT
THE SAME CLAIM TO THE INSURER UNLESSTHE TIME FRAME IN SUBDIVISION (A)
HASPASSED OR ASPROVIDED IN SUBDIVISION (C).

(49) NOTICESREQUIRED UNDER SUBSECTION (3) SHALL BE MADE INWRITING
OR ELECTRONICALLY.

(5 AHEALTH PROFESSIONAL, HEALTH FACILITY,HOME HEALTH CARE
PROVIDER, DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT PROVIDER, OR INSURER ALLEGING
THAT ATIMELY PROCESSING OR PAYMENT PROCEDURE UNDER SUBSECTION (3)
HASBEEN VIOLATED MAY FILE A COMPLAINT WITH THE COMMISSIONER ON A
