of the advertisement or has adirect financia interest in the sale or distribution of the advertised
goods, property, or service.

(2) Except for the purposes of an action filed by a person under section 11, this act does
not apply to or create a cause of action for an unfair, unconscionable, or deceptive method, act,
or practice that is made unlawful by any of the following:
