Chair Nesbitt read in the names of Committee membership for 2015-2016 from a letter to Clerk
of the House Gary Randall from Speaker Kevin Cotter.

Valerie Brader, Deputy Legal Counsel and Senior Policy Advisor to Governor Rick Snyder,
provided a presentation to the Committee and discussed an introduction to Michigan Energy. The
following topics were reviewed: generation, transmission and distribution network.

John Quackenbush, Michigan Public Service Commission (MPSC) Chairman, and Mike Byrne,
MPSC Legislative Liaison, provided a presentation for the Committee and discussed the
following items: an overview of the MPSC, the MPSC Mission, Commission members, 1939
PA 3, the authority given to MPSC by the Act, PA 295 of 2008 (the Clean, Renewable, and
Efficient Energy Act), and PA 30 of 1995; what the MPSC oversees, licenses and does not
oversee; rate cases, Power Supply Cost Recovery (PSCR) cases, and cost allocation proceedings;
PA 286 of 2008; and other MPSC responsibilities regarding energy, telecommunications and
motor carrier.
