COVVUNI TY MENTAL HEALTH SUBSTANCE ABUSE SERVI CES PROGRAMS

Sec. 401. Funds appropriated in part 1 are intended to support
a system of conprehensive community mental health services under
the full authority and responsibility of local CVHSPs or PIHPs. The
departnent shall ensure that each CQVHSP or PIHP provides all of the
fol | ow ng:

(a) A systemof single entry and single exit.

(b) A conmplete array of nmental health services that includes,
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but is not limted to, all of the follow ng services: residentia
and other individualized living arrangenents, outpatient services,
acute inpatient services, and long-term 24-hour inpatient care in
a structured, secure environment.

(c) The coordination of inpatient and outpatient hospital
services through agreenents with state-operated psychiatric
hospitals, units, and centers in facilities owed or |eased by the
state, and privately-owned hospitals, units, and centers |icensed
by the state pursuant to sections 134 through 149b of the nenta
heal th code, 1974 PA 258, MCL 330.1134 to 330. 1149hb.

(d) Individualized plans of service that are sufficient to
neet the needs of individuals, including those discharged from
psychiatric hospitals or centers, and that ensure the full range of
reci pi ent needs is addressed through the CVHSP' s or PIHP s program
or through assistance with | ocating and obtaining services to neet
t hese needs.

(e) A system of case nmanagenent or care nmanagenent to nonitor
and ensure the provision of services consistent with the
i ndi vi dual i zed plan of services or supports.

(f) A system of continuous quality inprovenent.

(g) A systemto nonitor and evaluate the nental health
servi ces provided.

(h) A systemthat serves at-risk and delinquent youth as
requi red under the provisions of the nental health code, 1974 PA
258, MCL 330.1001 to 330.2106.

Sec. 402. (1) From funds appropriated in part 1, final

aut horizations to CVHSPs or PIHPs shall be made upon the execution
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of contracts between the departnment and CVHSPs or PIHPs. The
contracts shall contain an approved plan and budget as well as
pol i ci es and procedures governing the obligations and
responsibilities of both parties to the contracts. Each contract
with a CVHSP or PIHP that the departnment is authorized to enter

(1) Fromthe funds appropriated in part 1 for nental
heal th services for special populations, the departnent shal
ensure that CVHSPs or PIHPs nmeet with nulticultural service
provi ders to devel op a workable framework for contracting, service

delivery, and rei nbursenent.
