(MSP) is to provide the highest quality law enforcement
and public safety services throughout Michigan.

In addition to its primary law enforcement, criminal
investigation, and traffic safety duties, the MSP is
responsible for the administration and implementation of
state programs, technologies, and services that
enhance the capabilities and coordination of federal,
state, and local law enforcement and criminal justice
agencies.
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MSP Historical Appropriations
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• Increases in FYs 2013, 2014, & 2015 are primarily due to Trooper Recruit Schools graduating 
new state troopers to offset promotions and separations and rebuild trooper strength 

• $32.5 million ($30.0 million GF/GP) of FY 2015 is one-time funding for disaster assistance, 
primarily the severe storm and flash flooding in Southeast Michigan in August 2014

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MSP Sources of Funding
State Restricted Revenues
Comprised of fees and assessments to support various statutory duties, statutory
allocations from state restricted revenues, reimbursements for services and
activities, and forfeited assets.

Federal Revenues
Comprised of various grants and other payments from the federal Departments of
Homeland Security, Justice, and Transportation.

Local and Private Revenues
Fees assessed on and reimbursements paid by local units of government and
donations from private entities.

State General Fund Revenue
The state's primary operating fund which does not include restricted revenue.

Interdepartmental Grant & Intradepartmental Transfer Revenues
Funds appropriated within other departmental budgets and granted to MSP for
services provided by MSP for other departments and funds appropriated within MSP
budget transferred among appropriation units.
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MSP Budget Structure
 Ongoing appropriations for FY 2014-15 are contained within eight appropriation 

units and 25 corresponding scheduled programs. The scheduled programs are 
nonbinding amounts which may be adjusted within the larger appropriation units 
by MSP without legislative action.

 Fund sourcing within each appropriation unit specifies the general funding type 
(e.g., federal, restricted, GF/GP). The only specific listing of revenue in the 
budget is in the Schedule of Revenue. However, revenues may or may not 
necessarily be received in the amounts listed nor from the sources listed. 

 Several line items that existed in prior years are rolled up into related scheduled 
programs.
