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Mr. Chairman and members of this committee, my name is Ray Fisher and I am the president of
the Automotive Service Association of Michigan. We are a not-for-profit automotive association
representing the automotive independent repair industry since 1934.

I am here today commending Senator Schuitmaker for introducing this bill and on behalf of our
industry, support this bill as it is written.

Mr. Chairman and members of the committee, I performed a brief survey on this topic with the
independent automotive repair facilities, both collision and mechanical with a 13% open rate
with the industry given only 48 hours to respond and also affecting the number of responses.
The sampling showed overwhelming support from the industry with 94.6% being in favor of this
bill. I wish to add that this percentage might actuaily be higher since a couple of the “No”
responses were not interested in performing these installations and answered the question
accordingly.

In addition, I provided the opportunity for comments to be made in accordance to their vote and I
have samplings of these comments below.

Comment sampling:

“One reason to support this is that vehicle complexity makes it difficult or sometimes dangerous if
the wrong wires are fapped into. Other problems can be induced if the device is connected
improperly. Some of these polential problems could impact the safety of the vehicle.”

“Are you kidding? Who would you have do it then. Today's cars are too complicated and serious
damage can be rendered to a car with unqualified persons performing operations.”

“Yes we have been installing them for 12 years and have seen all the problems with non-certified
techs installing the BAIID's that we used lo install.”

“I do not wish to install these at my (licensed} shop but | do think that it should be restricted to
licensed shopsftechs.”

“We have ran into these ignition kill devices before and there is no reason for anyone without a
license fo be installing anything on newer cars with computer modules!”
